Sports Leaders
As a Merton Sorts leader you can continue from the KS3 Merton Sports Leaders Academy to develop your skills and volunteer with the Partnership. We will provide you with a log book to record your hours and a certificate when you reach 10 hours per year or GOLD certificate plus other goodies if you reach 30 hours per year.
We will keep details of the leaders so we can always offer them more opportunities when they get to secondary school and beyond.
Junior Sports Leaders Award (Year 9/10/11)   
The Junior Sports Leaders Award programme is the next step on the Merton Sports Academy programme. Most of Merton’s secondary schools offer this course to their students, Please contact your PE department to see If they will be running the JSLA.  The course focuses on the qualities of a good leader, in depth practical ideas that can be applied to a variety of sports/activities and self evaluation through reflective practice. Leaders will also learn how to plan sports specific lesson plans in various sports.
The course duration is 33 hrs. Leaders are also required to complete 10 hours of voluntary coaching within a school or community setting. Leaders will be assessed on their ability to lead others in simple sport/activity.

NGB Specific Junior Organisers/Officials Awards (Year 10/11)
Various National Governing Bodies for Sport deliver Young Leaders/Young Officiating courses. NGB courses focus on sport specific ideas for delivering a 6 week coaching programme in a primary school setting. The programme covers warm ups & cool downs, sports specific drills, progressions and small sided games. 

Leaders will also learn how to organise a competition, looking at the importance of management/organisational skills and why volunteers are so valuable at sports events. Leaders will also be taught the “Rules of the Game” and given the chance to practice officiating other peers. 

NGB courses are usually 6/8 hours. Assessment includes demonstrating a coaching lesson plan to primary aged pupils. Courses require 6 hours voluntary work either in a school or community setting.
